Summary of physical and sedimentological observations

Dominant lithologies: interval 0-3.9 m consists of greenish gray sandy silty clay with
abundant foraminifera, interval 3.92-7.5m consists of dark greenish gray to greenish gray silty
clay with foraminifera, soft sediment deformation in lower interval, bioturbation along entire
core.

Minor lithologies: black organic-rich streaks common.
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
